Feeding Directions

GROSTRONG' 33 Ration Balancer is designed to be fed combination with a forage. Forage should be offered
at 2to 3 Ib per 100 Ib of body weight daily. This product can be used as the only feed, a top-dress, or as a
mixer pellet for grain mixes. All ration changes should be made gradually over 7 to 10 days. Clean, fresh
water and salt should always be available free choice.

e Maintenance and Light Performance: Feed 0.05 to 0.15 Ib of GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer per 100
Ib of body weight daily.

e Moderate Performance and Early Gestation (1% and 2" Trimester): Feed 0.1 to 0.2 Ib of GROSTRONG
33 Ration Balancer per 100 |b of body weight daily.

e Weanlings: Feed 0.25 to 0.35 Ib GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer per 100 Ib of body weight daily.
e Yearlings: Feed 0.2 to 0.3 Ib GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer per 100 Ib of body weight daily.
e Long yearlings: Feed 0.1 to 0.2 Ib GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer per 100 |b of body weight daily.

e Top-Dress: For every 1 Ib under the recommended feeding rate of our Patriot® or GLO® horse feeds,
top-dress with 0.15 to 0.2 Ib of GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer per 100 Ib of body weight daily.

e  Mixer Pellet: Mix with grains (oats, barley, corn) at a ratio of 1:4 (GROSTRONG 33 Ration
Balancer:grain).

Note: The vitamin and mineral levels in GROSTRONG 33 Ration Balancer are greater than a traditional
feed. Do not exceed the recommended feeding rate. Consult with a veterinarian or ADM nutritionist for a
recommended diet.
