6 wks – mature 1 bird/2 sq ft 2"/bird Two 1-gal founts/100 birds

Geese3-4 0 – 2 wks 1 bird/sq ft 0.5"/bird Four 1-gal founts/100 birds, or 2 cups/100 birds

2 wks – mature 1 bird/sq ft 1"/bird
4 ft trough/100 birds, or 4 cups/100 birds, or  
     1 round hanging 18" diameter waterer/75 birds

Wild Turkeys5 0 – 8 wks 1 bird/sq ft 1"/bird Three 1-gal founts/100 birds

8 wks – mature 1 bird/sq ft 1"/bird
4 ft trough/100 birds, or 1 round hanging  
     18" diameter waterer/75 birds

They can  
be placed on pasture any time 
after 2 weeks.

5 For range birds, provide 1.5 sq 
ft of floor space per bird  
in sheds and 20 sq ft of range 
per bird.
